HINK PINKS - Rhyming Pairs
Hink Pinks are rhyming pairs of words (usually an adjective and a noun) that rhyme and present humorous word pictures.  

Hink pink is used for pairs of words that are one syllable each.

Hinky Pinky is used for pairs that are two syllables each.

Hinkety Pinkety is used for pairs that are three syllables each.

Example:  What is a Hink Pink for an overweight feline?
